	Map (A-F)

	June 25, 1950: North Korean communists attack the South and capture the capital city of Seoul.
	

	July, 1950: North Korea pushes the United Nations forces to the southeast corner of the peninsula (the "Pusan Perimeter"). General Walker, commander of remaining US land troops, issues a "stand or die" command to his men.
	

	September 1950: United Nations forces led by General MacArthur stage an amphibious invasion at Inchon, recapture Seoul, and cut the North Korean supply lines. General Walker pushes his armies north from Pusan.
	

	October 1950: United Nations forces push the North Koreans across the 38th parallel and further north (China feels threatened by the massive invasion of North Korea)
	

	November 1950: China enters the war, which creates “an entirely new war,” and the capital of Seoul is retaken by the North Koreans. The following month, General Walker is killed in a car accident, and is replaced by General Ridgway.
	

	January 1952: United Nations forces recapture Seoul and a stalemate commences. By this time, General MacArthur has been dismissed; General Ridgway has been promoted to take his place as overall commander, whilst General Van Fleet takes command of Ridgway's former armies.
